Elim Worship Team
We welcome anyone interested in joining the Elim worship team to contact Wendy Hellum or Tomina Sharpe and schedule an audition.  
For vocalists, the audition will consist of:
· sing a solo song with piano accompaniment
· sing a song along with at least one other worship team vocalist 
For instrumentalists, the audition will consist of:

· play a solo musical piece
· play a variety of songs along with other members of the worship team 

There are 5 expectations that are critical when thinking about joining the worship team:
1. Calling - We are not performers and this congregation is not our audience.  Our singing and playing is a sacrificial act of praise offered to God only, to bring Him glory and to help facilitate congregational worship on Sundays.  When considering joining the worship team, I ask that you prayerfully consider if this is what God has called you to do.
2. Skill - Because we are a worship team, we must musically compliment one another with the musical gifts God has given us. The audition is a means to determine if what you bring to the team blends well with the team. Being accepted or not onto the team is not an indication of your individual talent, but whether your contribution compliments the team.

3. Commitment - Because we want to give God our best, we have rehearsals every Thursday night from 6:30 to 8:30, and Sunday morning from 7:00 to 8:00. If you are part of the worship team for that week, it is expected that you will attend these rehearsals.  If you cannot attend, you are expected to let the worship leader know in advance.  If you are not attending rehearsals on a regular basis (without a good reason), then you will be asked to leave the worship team.

4. Availability - You can expect to be scheduled for worship at least once a month (more than that if you are available).  Tomina Sharpe prepares a 4 month schedule and sends it out prior to publication for everyone's review.  Please take the time to check when you are scheduled and if there are any problems with your availability.  If Tomina doesn't hear from you, she's going to assume you're available per the schedule.

5. Small Group Membership - It is important that your walk with God is in alignment with your desire to worship God.  For that reason, worship team members are expected to be involved in a small group outside of worship. This can be a group Bible study, Sunday School/Adult Education, Men's/Women's Accountability Group, Community Group, or Prayer Group.
The worship team is a vital ministry here at Elim. By desiring to join, I pray that you understand what is expected of you and that you will endeavour to faithfully carry out what God has called you to do.
